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Introduction
ECN was initially introduced to E-UTRAN in Rel. 9 to complement the rate adaptation of speech, through WI “LTEimp-Vocoder” but extended to UTRAN and video in Rel. 10, through WI “ECSRA_LAA.” While new paragraphs and examples for video adaptation using ECN were added but the paragraphs in clause 10.5, which specifies the ECN-related actions of eNodeB in the presence of congestion, were left intact. The readers might be confused as there is no mention on either UTRAN or video.
Proposal
We propose to modify the paragraphs in clause 10.5 so that the readers can confirm the support of ECN for UTRAN and video,
(1) by replacing eNodeB with (e)NodeB, which is a term also used in clause 17.3 when both UTRAN and E-UTRAN are covered,
(2) by referring to clause 10.3 for the information on video adaptation.[image: image1.png]
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
