The availabilityInfo element shall include one or more infoBinding elements.   The infoBinding element may contain the child element serviceArea and shall contain one or more radiofrequency elements.  The serviceArea element declares the one or more service areas over which this MBMS User Service is provided. This element is designated by the MBMS Service Area Identity as defined in 3GPP TS 36.443 [101] and 3GPP TS 23.003 [77].  According to 3GPP TS 36.443 [101], MBMS Service Area Identity is frequency agnostic and can be mapped onto one or more cells.  The specific usage of the MBMS Service Area Identity, or its correlation to other network identification information, is not defined in this specification. The radioFrequency element indicates the one or more RF frequencies in the E-UTRAN downlink which transmit this MBMS User Service over the service area(s) identified by the serviceArea element. The frequency parameter is coded as EARFCN in 3GPP TS 36.101 [102].  The MBMS client shall forward the service area and radio frequency information received in the USD to the lower layers, and the UE is expected to make use of such information in accordance with TS 36.304 [xx] clause 5.2.4.1.
