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This contribution is a follow-up to [1] and addresses the comments made during the EVS ad-hoc call #29.

There were concerns on the ambiguous definition of “publicly available” material. The source agrees that this wording proposed in [1] had an ample room for interpretations. The source therefore requests to agree on adding the following revised text to EVS-8b as an obligation for the potential LLs to prepare material for the EVS Selection Testing in order to ensure fairness among the PCs:

For the Selections tests, LLs shall not use clean speech, music, or mixed content material used in the EVS Qualification Testing or employed by them in the course of the development of any candidate codec submitted for EVS Qualification or Selection.  The LLs shall not identify the material to be used in EVS Selection Phase of Testing to any PC unless such disclosure is a part of the Selection procedure as specified in [Reference to an appropriate permanent document]
