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In the interest of expediting the process of the EVS codec selection process the sources respectfully provide this input document regarding the language allocations and testing schedule. 

Twenty-four formal experiments are proposed to be performed in each of two different languages resulting in a total of 48 subjective tests. All tests will be conducted by the three professional and independent listening labs - Dynastat, DELTA, and Mesaqin.com. The experiments are organized in four sets based on the following distribution.
