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Proposed GAL Plan for the EVS Selection Test
The GAL Plan

This document presents a proposal for the Global Analysis Laboratory (GAL) Plan for the 3GPP/ SA4 EVS Selection Test. The proposed GAL Plan describes the steps required for the Global Analysis of the subjective test data in the process of verifying that the single candidate codec meets the requirements specified for standardizing the EVS codec.

Dynastat has been named the GAL for the EVS Selection Test and will contract with ETSI to perform the functions of the GAL. The scope of this contract includes the analysis of test results derived from 48 subjective tests, 24 experiments, each conducted in two languages by different Listening Labs (LL). 

It is proposed that the GAL will have the following responsibilities:

· Provide the randomization playlists for 24 subjective experiments to be described in the EVS Selection Phase Test Plan [1]. The playlists will be the same for the two tests of the same experiment conducted in different languages. Each LL will receive the randomization play-lists only for the experiments to be conducted by that LL. The playlists will be delivered in Excel spreadsheet format.
· Provide the raw voting data delivery worksheets for the 48 subjective tests (i.e., 24 experiments in two languages) to the appropriate LLs. Each LL will receive the data delivery only for the experiments to be conducted by that LL. The worksheets will be delivered in Excel spreadsheet format.
· Receive the raw voting data from the LLs in the appropriate data delivery worksheets. 

· Conduct statistical Terms of Reference (ToR) tests as specified in the EVS Selection Rules document [2]. The ToR tests compare the subjective scores of the Codec under Test (CuT) against the scores for specified Reference-codecs. Each subjective experiment contains a number of ToR tests to be computed by the GAL. The specific statistical methodology to implement the ToR tests will be specified in the EVS Selection Phase Test Plan [1].
· Prepare a GAL Report to be presented at the Selection Meeting as scheduled in the EVS Project Plan [3]. 
Dynastat proposes that the Dependent Groups Student's t-test is used as the statistical test methodology for conducting the ToR tests. Each t-test will be evaluated for "CuT not worse than Ref" at the 95% confidence level. The GAL proposes to conduct each ToR test and compile the results into ToR categories as specified in the Selection Rules document [1]. The GAL further proposes to present the results by category in terms of:

· percent ToR failures 
· percent ToR passes

· percent ToR passes where "CuT equivalent to Ref"
· percent ToR passes where "CuT better than Ref"
