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ISO/IEC JTC1/SC29/WG11 (MPEG) thanks 3GPP SA4 for its liaison. 

On ISO/IEC 23009-1:2014 2nd Edition, the International Standard is expected to be published in the next few months. We thank 3GPP for alignment of its Rel-12 with MPEG’s specification which will benefit industry.

We would like to inform you about the recent MPEG-DASH standard developments. At our 107th meeting in San Jose, we issued the following documents:

1) The Draft Corrigendum (DCOR 1) on ISO/IEC 23009-1 2nd Edition. The COR1 includes editorial and minor technical fixes. 

2) The first preliminary draft amendment (PDAM 1) on ISO/IEC 23009-1 2nd Edition, consisting of 
a) ISOBMFF High profile, including ISOBMFF On Demand and ISOBMFF Live profiles (both excluding multiplexed representations) and XLink support.
b) Enhanced live time synchronization, enabling the client to synchronize its clock with the server in real-time.

The copies of DCOR1 and PDAM1 are attached.

We also progressed on SAND & SIC core experiments. For SAND, we selected an initial list of possible parameters based on the input contributions.  MPEG will review, consolidate and extract the useful parameters from the above list and improve their definitions as well defining the message format framework and protocol for delivering them. We welcome 3GPP experts’ participation in this and other MPEG-DASH core experiments.
