3.	Discussion of the contribution provided to the conference call
Tdoc S4-AHQ124 EVS-CA Delay Requirements, from Intel, was presented by Mr. Fabrice Plante.
Comments: it was clarified that the two issues presented in the document, i.e. JBM budget allowance and EVS channel aware Delay requirement were two separate ones. 
About the note explaining the budget allowance for the JBM, it was recognized that there is no mention of condition 3, which should by all means be included (a Draft CR is awaited to be provided at next SA4#93 meeting in Busan).
About the EVS channel aware mode Delay requirement, it was clarified that the testing is conducted to specifically test the UE, and (in the "real" case) the CA mode is expected not to have any further impact (as regards the delay) when the UE is tested in conditions 0 and 1; however, a clarification about the setting of "FEC_OFFSET=3" mentioned in TS 26.132 (for each testing condition 0, 1, 2 and 3) could be included in the spec, for the sake of providing better clarity to the reader (also in this case, some text in a Draft CR is awaited to be provided at next SA4#93 meeting in Busan). 
Conclusion: the contribution was noted, and Intel will propose text for the 3GPP Draft CRs at next SA4#93 meeting in Busan.

4.	Close of the conference call
Mr. Stéphane Ragot informed that ORANGE was still collecting material for a new profile about Voice over WiFi, which should be available at next SA4#93 meeting in Busan.
