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Executive summary

An MTSI SWG teleconference on LTE_VoLTE_ViLTE_enh-S4 was held on March 7, 2017. Two liaison statements from RAN2 and CT3, respectively, were discussed. It was agreed to produce a draft reply LS, to be reviewed and approved during SA4#93.  In addition, two input contributions were handled. One document was agreed and the other one was noted.

Opening of the conference call 

The SA4 MTSI SWG chairman, Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm), opened the conference call at about 16:00 hours CET on March 7, 2017.  Ozgur Oyman (Intel) volunteered to take minutes and prepare a brief report of the conference call. The Chairman requested the participants to email Ozgur Oyman (Intel) confirming their attendance to the call so that he can prepare the list of participants.

Approval of the agenda and registration of documents

The MTSI SWG chairman Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) presented S4-AHM342R1 Proposed agenda for SA4 MTSI SWG conf. call on LTE_VoLTE_ViLTE_enh-S4 on 7 March 2017.

The proposed agenda in Tdoc S4-AHM342R1 was approved.

An LS from RAN2, R2-1702381, was received since SA4#92. This is the input document in S4-AHM345.
An LS from CT3, C3-171255, was received since SA4#92. This is the input document in S4-AHM346.

RAN-Assisted Codec Adaptation in MTSI (LTE_VoLTE_ViLTE_enh-S4)
4.1 
LS(s) from other groups on LTE_VoLTE_ViLTE_enh-S4 matters
Tdoc S4-AHM345 “Reply LS on RAN-Assisted Codec Adaptation” from RAN2 was presented by the MTSI SWG chairman, Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm).

In this LS, RAN2 provides the information that the core RAN part of LTE_VoLTE_ViLTE_enh under RAN2’s responsibility is now 100% complete and shares the related agreed CRs. Moreover, RAN2 clarifies on the questions asked by SA4 in the LS that was approved and sent during SA4#92.

Based on the discussion, it was felt that it is still not clear whether the UE will have the latest RAN-recommended bitrate information without the eNB committing to send the latest information and that the consequence would be that the UE will need to send a query message. Without this clarification from the RAN, concerns were raised that there may be sub-optimalities in performance (overshooting or undershooting) and also possibly causing unnecessary signaling by the UEs. It was agreed to send an LS to RAN2 on this matter.
Conclusion: Noted. A reply LS will be prepared to be sent at the SA4#93 meeting. Ozgur volunteered to initiate a draft and circulate among interested delegates.
Tdoc S4-AHM346 “Reply LS on RAN-Assisted Codec Adaptation” from CT3 was presented by the MTSI SWG chairman, Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm).

In this LS, CT3 clarifies on the questions asked by SA4 in the LS that was approved and sent during SA4#92. In particular, CT3 recommends that RAN considers to restrict RAN-recommended UL/DL bitrate information to be within the boundaries set by the MBR and GBR of the bearer. This view was supported by Nokia, Intel and Ericsson. Intel indicated that they have further views and recommendations on this matter in Tdoc S4-AHM343. Qualcomm indicated that they’re in agreement but would like to check on whether this requirement is aligned with the planned deployments by certain operators.
Conclusion: Noted. 
4.2 
Input Documents
Tdoc S4-AHM343 “Further Recommendations on RAN-Assisted Codec Adaptation” was presented by Ozgur Oyman (Intel).

The proposal was felt as agreeable by the telco participants. Ozgur indicated that he received some offline comments over email from Takako Sanda (Panasonic): “On Intel’s input S4-AHM343 Panasonic basically agrees to the first recommendation, i.e., SA4 follows CT3’s recommendation to restrict the RAN-recommended UL/DL bitrate information to be within the boundaries set by the MBR and GBR of the bearer. However for third recommendation, Panasonic believes that it would be difficult to expect RAN2 to make further progress LTE_VoLTE_ViLTE_enh WI in the next meeting because the WI is already completed in the Feb. meeting. It would be another option that SA4 decide ignoring the RAN-recommended UL/DL bitrate information that is not within the negotiated codec bitrate range.”
Conclusion: Agreed. A reply LS will be prepared to be sent at the SA4#93 meeting. Ozgur volunteered to initiate a draft and circulate among interested delegates.
Tdoc S4-AHM344 “Draft CR 26.114 RAN explicit bitrate recommendation” was presented by Bo Burman (Ericsson).

Various online comments and edits were made on the document. It was agreed that the part on session re-negotiation needs to be rewritten to separate GBR and non-GBR bearer scenarios. It was also agreed to clarify that the primary usage of session re-negotiation in the non-GBR scenario is only when video needs to be dropped in light of the RAN-recommended bitrate information and when TMMBR is not supported. In the meantime, for the CR it was agreed to keep the text indicating that for the GBR bearer setting, any RAN-recommended bitrate not bounded by GBR and MBR shall be ignored.
Conclusion: Noted. A revision of this CR is expected in SA4#93.
