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1. Overall Description:
3GPP SA4 thanks CT3 for their reply LS on RAN-assisted codec adaptation. In their reply LS, CT3 asks to SA4 to clarify the situations that will trigger the offer-answer renegotiation and if they are critical enough to restrict the RAN-recommended UL/DL bitrate information within the boundaries set by the MBR and GBR of the bearer.
Based on the latest adopted RAN-assisted codec adaptation solution in TS 26.114, clause 6.2.5 already provides the description of the situations that will trigger offer-answer renegotiation as based on the reception of access network bitrate recommendation (ANBR). However, to further clarify and address the observations expressed by CT3, SA4 has agreed on the attached CR. In particular, this CR clarifies that:
1- Changing to a codec or codec configuration that can support the lower bitrate in the ANBR (if any) also means moving to a lower GBR. 
2- GBR is not defined as an absolute guarantee and (temporarily) following an ANBR below GBR can increase the probability that loss and/or delay can be kept within the bounds set by the used QCI. 

3- Another condition for session re-negotiation is for video when TMMBR/TMMBN are not supported in the session.
