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1. Background
In the QoE clause 10 in 26.247 some metrics are not explicitly defined, but instead a referral to a certain MPEG [1] metric is done. For instance, the metrics Representation Switch Events and Buffer Level are referrals. However, the metric Play List is explicitly defined, although the text is actually identical to the corresponding MPEG metric (except for some example text which we recently added after the actual metric definition).
Doing it in two different ways is inconsistent, and we should probably agree on a common praxis for how this should be handled. 

2. Discussion

The intention is to keep 3GPP and MPEG QoE metrics aligned whenever possible, but such alignment can be done in several ways:
1. Use referrals to MPEG. This explicitly shows that the metric is aligned with the corresponding MPEG metric. On the other hand, it makes reading the specification more difficult, as you also need to lookup the MPEG text.

2. Use mirrored text. This makes reading the specification much easier, but the intended alignment with MPEG is not obvious.

3. Use mirrored text, but with a note stating that the text is aligned with MPEG. This has the benefit of both readability and explicit alignment.
If the referrals to MPEG would point to very large clauses, using option 1 seems most reasonable to avoid mirroring huge amounts of text. 
However, metrics definitions are small, and having the text available directly in 26.247 helps the reader, without adding any significant drawback. Adding a note regarding the alignment would help to keep the alignment for any future revisions.


2. Proposal

We propose that option 3 (mirroring plus alignment note) is established as a praxis for MPEG referrals in the QoE clause 10. The current referrals can be changed to mirroring when we have other reasons to update this clause in the future.
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
