Was presented by Charles Lo (Qualcomm)

Cédric asked about the time line in DASH-IF and the response is in the document.

Frédéric noted we have the option to request exception to keep the API part in Rel-15. He asked whether the API part was seen as essential to the feature or not 

Charles: it is essential and the schedule is fairly aggressive in DASH-IF and supporters are committed. Would prefer an exception and expects many Work ITems to be delayed until September.

Cédric: are DASH-IF specifications like ETSI specifications?

Charles: only DASH-IF specification. Expects DASH-IF to convey the specification to 3GPP SA4 and let 3GPP SA4 consider it like we did for TRAPI.

Frédéric: is your question Cédrix about referencing ?

Cédric: yes, do we expect copy-paste or a reference ?

Charles: haven’t been thinking about it. initial thought was to reference DASH-IF specification.

Frédéric: I would need to do some checking for referencing.

Peter Sanders: it needs to be public.

Thorsten: also need to check copyrights.

Discussed the current practice. Frédéric suggests we discuss the issue again when DASH-IF makes progress.

Thorsten: in which working group in DASH-IF is the work done ?

Charles: IOP.

Thorsten: Tuesday slots ?

Charles: yes.

Thomas: as part of IOP on Tuesday slots but could become a separate work.s

Frédéric: only for DASH-IF members ?

Thomas: yes but we can make it jointly.

Was presented by Charles.

Gunnar: on the parameter bullet: expressed as aggregates. Would it not make more sense to have events similar to the playlist ? It would not restrict the type of analysis in the network.

Charles: no issues with that. Maybe not totally clear about the syntax.

Gunnar: e.g. time duration and number of clicks. Do you report aggregate clicks or report everyone of them ? Best to report each of them.

Charles: the more detailed reporting the better for the service provider. pCR might require more details. I like your idea.

Gunnar: some of these could be seen as sensitive. Some of these should not be pushed in the QoE reporting because we want to avoid privacy issues.

Charles: agreed. Sony contributed and we have a requirement on this. We need some words on this.

Peter: let’s assume a case where an ad is added to a football game during an injury, the user does nothing, what does the duration of viewing mean in that case.

Charles: ok

peter: suppose he clicks on the add and then another and both link to buying products. Suppose it goes to the browser under HTTPS. How is our MBMS client going to spy on this ?

Charles: you’re right. This happens on the application layer. The premises is that the app wishes rely on QoE reporting of DASH or MBMS.

Peter: how does the client spy on the communication on the web service ?

Charles: these are details. We just say interactivity should be possible for both native and Web apps.

Gunnar: the first click is always possible to catch.

Gunnar: I have a hard time understanding why not reporting all events instead of using thresholds which complicates things. Thresholds were discussed in the context of QoE and not added so far.

Charles: I tend to agree with you. Wasn’t added to the requirements so far. probably as you say more useful for providers. But a possibility we could still consider although I don’t have a strong opinion about it.

…

Gunnar: we don’t specify more sub items requirements details of the playlist in QoE. We don’t want that. Best to specify you get the playlist and that’s it. Unless we see some risk of big amount of data we should not do that.

Gunnar: on the demographics I don’t understand how this can be filled by the client.

Charles: this is not QoE and if we can’t re-use QoE reporting then we would need a separate reporting.

Gunnar: I have to leave now due to another meeting (Gunnar left the call)

Peter: in the past we defined targeted ads. Don’t you want to know if it’s about perfume or cars in the reporting ?

Charles: right, we don’t have it in this proposal. That should be included. We haven’t talked about personalization too much so far. It should be added. I support your comment.

Reached the conclusion

Frédéric: which spec does target this pCR ?

Paolo: this is not a pCR.

Charles: right.

Conclusion: we expect a draft CR at SA4#97 based on this text and comments received during the call. The document was noted.
