Background and Scope
The WID(SP-080757) for the study on UE management was rejected by SA #42, it was noted at SA #42 that RAN groups should get involved on the UE measurements work, so this joint meeting is a great chance to discuss the work split for this.
4 Detailed proposal
- SA5 is responsible for generating use cases/justifications.
  (Of course, before going outside of the use cases/justifications, we need SA5 agreement first, according to the comments received from NSN and Qualcomm, we need analyze if NE side has already have the measurements or NE is better to support the measurements);
 

- SA5 generates a general description of the UE measurements to support the agreed use cases/justifications.
  (It is not a real definition, but very generic description);
 

- SA5 need notify regularly (i.e., each meeting based) RAN group regarding any newly added use cases/justifications and the descriptions for UE measurement;
 

- RAN group is responsible for analyzing the impact of the measurements to UE, and comment back to SA5, wihch may cause changes in the TR;
 

- Joint meeting may be required for the issues which SA5 and RAN group hold different views.
 

- In the definition phase (implementation item phase), we may follow the same process on L2 measurements for the UE measurements. (but again, now we are only in study phase).
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
