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1. Overall Description:

SA5 is working on the construction of a 3GPP Solution Profile to support NGCOR Fault Management requirements, as expressed in Next Generation Converged Operations Requirements v1.2. SA5 has analyzed NGCOR REQ-FM requirements and would like to get clarifications from NGCOR about the following requirement:

FM-REQ (7) Supplementary Information contained within alarm

Description:

• All information required for the correct analysis of the fault context must be provided. All supplementary information from the EMS or NE explaining the alarm context shall be embedded / encoded into one alarm parameter in a regular expression. This should include ID’s, topological information. The field must be structure in a regular manner, so that automatical processing by a post processing function is possible.
SA5 has the following questions:
· SA5 needs to know which “supplementary information … explaining the alarm context” is currently missing, i.e. not already provided by existing alarm parameters;
· Or, if supplementary information is not required, SA5 needs to know if this requirement requires duplication of information already available in existing alarm information attribute, in a new alarm parameter – We do think that this should be avoided;
· Encoding supplementary information in regular expressions (which are complex structures) would make an alarm more complex (and not more simple, which was the primary goal of NGCOR FM requirements), subsequently adding test and integration costs. SA5 believe that, if some information is really missing in already available alarm information attributes, new alarm information attributes should be considered;
· If NGCOR has a strong requirement for regular expressions, SA5 needs guidance on the language to be used for such regular expressions.
SA5 kindly asks NGCOR to provide answers to the questions above.
