S5-082506 was not addressed since Taka (Thomson) was not on the call.

S5-082507: IP.Access presented the document.
1st Modification:
E/// and NSN: Section 4.1 which shows the whole HNB architecture does not belong in the xx1, xx2, xx3 or xx4 doc. This is a solution and therefore we should not have it in a TS.

IPAccess: This is useful overview and is important for understanding the overall picture.
E/// suggested that portions of it would go into 32.101 or 32.102. (Figure 3)

T-Mobil: Can this go into an informative annex?

NSN: maybe leave this as a TR and reference it in the TS.

Christian: Any objection to putting this in the Annex?

E///: adding to annex is like keeping in the TR.

Conclusion: 1st modification not agreed on and needs a little more work.  We need to take the text and decide where each portion goes - informative annex, TR, 32.101, 32.102. A simplified text/picture within the scope of thiese documents needs to be added here.
2nd modification:

E/// sometime HNB and sometime Home NodeB.

IPAccess: will change HNB everywhere

Will use HNB, HMS Provisioning Server = HMS. 
Figure 6. customer care, customer management system removed. Proper labeling is not identified. 

IP address configuration discussion will have to be discussed further. ALU had some initial discussion with Anton. This will need to be discussed in the next call since key folks are not present on this call. Cisco will upload the document as a contribution.

Req 001: was accepted with several changes.

Req 002: talk to Taka, Heather to see how/what needs to be referenced.  a. will be putting a reference in. b. will be yellowed. Change it to say CM only

Req 003: Delete altogether

Req 004: closely tied to 006. Need to reword 004 and see if it can be combined with 006.

Req 005: maybe this can be combined with 004 and 006.

E/// we should address integrated device.

IPAccess: we are only talking about HNB type 1 HMS interface. 

E/// if this document does not talk about integrated then where will this be addressed. We should say that here and the 005 will apply.

T-Mobil: There is a new document as part of SA1 that talks about integrated. We should reference that.

Req 006: will be combined with 004. 

Req 007: Second needs to be yellowed. This will be resolved based on discussions with ALU and Cisco on Jan 6th.

T-Mobil indicated that the second one is pretty unusual and needs to be discussed. It is not so much which is better it is really what has been discussed in RAN3 and SA1.

Conclusion: 2nd modification  several changes as listed above will be made..

3nd modification:

Req PM-001: The reference to PD-157 and WT-135 should be reworded. 

E///: We do not have such sophisticated req for selecting different counters one day and another set of counters another day. Setting of granularity and recording intervals is not necessary for a device like this.
IPAccess: we should at a minimum have counters and whether the HMS periodically updates the file is settable.

E/// this is something that could have a lot of performance impact. It should be should not shall.

The PM collection requirements 5.1.3 by E/// was changed to should in the last meeting based on Vodofone's comment. T-Mobil suggested that it should really be a shall. If the HNB does not collect anything then how can it know if a threshold was crossed. 

We stopped at this point since it was already past 2 hours and getting pretty late in some places.

We will resume on January 6 with this contribution. 3rd modification.
