Questions/comments:

A. Group did not conclude the attribute property type for entityInstanceList (see 4.3.5.3). Technically correct should be a CHOICE of a set of defined object class names (while the attribute property multiplicity is ‘*’. The use of CHOICE would make the rendition of this property in UML diagram too large for display. Further, a specific set of object class names would not be future proof when more object classes would be standardized. An alternative is to use Any which indicates any known object classes, including vendor specific extended object classes, known between client and server. The subject type is YELLOWED.
B. Group decided to be careful to use only “attribute name/value”, “attribute name” and “attribute value” in the text of Documentation of properties. Do not use “attribuite” in text of Documentation.

C. Group emphasized the need for consistent style in the text of Documentation property. For input parameter, always start with “This parameter provides…”.  Always use the phrase ‘server returns’ and not “server sent back” or “allow client to retrieve”, etc.
