The Modelling and Tooling requirements out of the NGMN NGCOR “NEXT GENERATION CONVERGED OPERATIONS REQUIREMENTS v1.4” have been taken into account in the Multi-SDO Joint Working Group on Model Alignment (JWG MA). This JWG has now – in its Phase 2 – finalized the following two deliverables:
a) Fixed Mobile Convergence (FMC) Model Repertoire Version 5.3
b) Fixed Mobile Convergence (FMC) Federated Network Operation Model (FNOM) Umbrella Operation Model (UOM) Version 5.2.
The documents are for subsequent approval and publication by your organizations, implying to take them into account during your specifications development.

Summary of Model Repertoire Version 5.3:
This document defines how UML should be used to specify technology neutral Information/Operation Models for Fixed Mobile Converged (FMC) management interfaces.
Phase 1 did already define how UML should be used to specify technology neutral information of the network resource part of the Model (i.e., object classes, attributes, associations, association classes, stereotypes, data types).
This version contains the phase 1 work and additional definitions on how UML should be used to specify the technology neutral operations part of the Model (i.e., interfaces, operations, parameters, exceptions, notifications).

Summary of Umbrella Operation Model (UOM) Version 5.2:
Umbrella Models in general define the common model artefacts that will be used by the SDOs as a basis for their specific Fixed Mobile Converged (FMC) model instances.
Phase 1 did already define the Umbrella Information Model (UIM) containing common “super classes” (incl. their attributes and associations).
This version contains the common “interface super classes” (incl. their operations and notifications).
