3 new sections were added but an editorial error meant that the incorre3ct version was contributed. Jörg apologized for the confusion and will resubmit the correct version for discussion at the next meeting.

ii. S5vTMFa010 pCR TR 32.828 - Update to SID and MTOSI Sections

Anh Le commented that the MTOSI model ( and SID model) does not align well with 3GPP. This is explained by the fact that MTOSI ( and therefore SID) model was borrowed from ITU-T and over the last 3 years there is no progress in

MTOSI and SID over the past 3 years have focused more on connectionless oriented technologies.

ITU-T also started with connection orientated technologies, moved to focus on connectionless technologies and now have a document focusing on convergence of connection

The majority of the objects in 3GPP are managed functions.

Jörg commented that the names of the artifacts in the TM Forum change quite often and it would be useful to have an explanation of the latest terms (along with references to the previous terms) in a terminology section.
