5. Reports on relevant events, if any, since previous call


5.1. In 3GPP SA5

There was some discussion on the TM Forum Board Paper 58, during the face to face 3GPP SA5 meetings.  It was agreed that as this document was not formally presented to the 3GPP SA5, they would continue to contribute to the harmonization call without acknowledgement of the Board Paper. 
5.2. In TM Forum

Nigel presented a report on progress of activities which are going on outside of the normal meeting schedule. He explained that he was unable to post the material to the ADN system but had emailed it to Jörg instead. 
Jörg took the opportunity to run through the steps of using the ADN system and used a real example in the process.  Nigel thanked Jörg for the tutorial and agreed to post the material there after the meeting. 

Nigel walked through the document and much discussion followed.  Some key points made during the discussion include: 

· Jörg suggested that this was a bottom-up approach and that the use case approach may be a more forward thinking mechanism and would encourage that approach. 

· 3GPP representatives (voiced by Edwin & Jörg) felt that model creation would be considered a ‘private matter’ and an activity for each of the individual companies 
· 3GPP stressed that they did not plan to do a wireless model, just address the interconnectivity to the models.
 

All items detailed in the document were discussed but not closed off, and as this document was a report on progress of activities outside of the meeting, it was agreed to be addressed again at a future meeting.

· Action:  Marie to provide a written response to the question and submit for future meeting. 

· Bernd informed the team that he had prepared a presentation as to how MTOSI was integrated into the SID.  He felt that this presentation would go a long way into answering the question.
