1. Reports on relevant events, if any, since previous call


a. in 3GPP SA5

Two new study items were agreed with 3GPP: one on study of alarm correlation approved by SA5 to be approved by SA and a study item for PM harmonization to be proposed after FM harmonization has completed.

b. in TM Forum

For information only, the TM Forum next generation wireless-wireline group initiated and oversees this harmonization work. Amr Elkady from Huawei recently resigned his position with Huawei and therefore has stepped down as leader of this effort within the TM Forum.

Steps are currently being taken to fill this position.

Joerg asked about the board paper which was presented at Nice which has impacts on the harmonization activity. Is there any decision from the board and does it have any impact on the work of this group? 

TM Forum management World took place in Nice. Nothing directly related to this activity.


2. 3GPP - TMF harmonization activities during TAW Baltimore, 19-23 July

The TM Forum is designing the meeting agenda for this team action week. The current working view is that Fault Management Harmonization team will meet on Monday afternoon and Resource Model Alignment will take place on Tuesday morning. 

We would like to extend an invitation to the 3GPP participants to attend this meeting in Baltimore.

3. ITU-T work on Alarm Management, S5eTMF0022

Leen proposes that the meeting participants read this requirements and analysis document to understand the ITU-T document contents and keep in mind when completing this work.

The document is not a formal input to the work of this team.

There are a number of documents published in the M3270 series which are publications in themselves. There are no ongoing or follow-up activities resulting from the publication of the document.


4. Continued detailed review of contributions


a. S5eTMF0013: “TR32.8de v002 comments by Marc Flauw” |

Continuing from Section 6.4.2.2 ; Requirement 11:

Requirement 11: -
11 (RC): 

A  lengthy discussion was held on this item, as Root Cause can be a confusing term, due to the fact there is no formal guarantee of it being absolute and it might have different values/interpretation per context. 

Marc F explained the TM Forum approach on this being an indication relative to the current Alarm List that the local server (or IRP Agent) has done some correlation work on this alarm.

Further discussion was held on the difference between this attribute and the associations between alarms (parent-child). 

3GGP people recognized the value of having an indication, as they have started a study on this topic, but thought the name/label was confusing.

We agreed on keeping the attribute, but revisiting its name at a later stage.

12 (Tracking Info)

TrackingInfo is used in TIP to keep an history of the actions on an alarm. 

3GPP approach is to keep the latest values in the alarm and use Notification Log for keeping the history of changes as notification events. 

Marc F raises the point that there is no direct relationship between a given alarm list and a given notification log, as the client (or IRP Manager) needs to find the right log for the alarm list. 

We didn’t conclude on this point, due to lack of time.


5. AOB

Document S5eTMF0023 is a new contribution which is not on the agenda as we are not yet completed the analysis of the difference in our process. This document will be considered after this step is complete.
