· Jörg quickly went through contribution S5eTMF0031 giving a broad outline of the contents of the document.

Edwin said based on the last meeting, the written documents, and the two papers BP58 in particular Edwin needs more clarification about the decision.

· Further discussion is required on R_TMF_RAM_BA_I_0013 Alarm Escalation.  3GPP delegates felt that the first round of discussion should be held within the SA5.  Marc suggested that a face to face meeting would also be beneficial to further discuss these items and it would be an ideal topic for Team Action Week Baltimore. 
· The question was asked as to who is keeping track of the technical discussions & differences. 

· Marc informed the team that he is keeping record of the discussions in the FM Harmonized Model proposal. The original version of the document is posted on the ETSI repository. Marc has been updating the document as we go on. It is being posted on the TM Forum SVN. Marc intends to upload the document periodically onto the ETSI site. Because the ETSI site does not support document revisions Marc does not intend doing this for every revision.
· Leen outlined the procedure. This phase of discussion is to generate understanding of the documents which are minuted in the meeting minutes. If any participants want to recall the detail of the discussion it will be up to them to take notes. If there are discussions to be brought back to 3GPP SA5 it would be up to the 3GPP participants to take care of that. Similarly for the TM Forum.
