S5eTMF0123 and S5eTMF0138
S5eTMF0138 (Differences in fault management capabilities v2, by Ericsson) was an updated version of S5eTMF0119, containing some editorial changes.
S5eTMF0123 (TIP RAM Updates on S5eTMF0119, by TIP RAM team) provided comments on document 0119.
It was agreed that by including the updates, proposed in document 0138, in the outcome of the review of document 0123, and by subsequently including the result in the Living List, contributions 0119, 0123 and 0138 would be properly dealt with.
The review of document 0123 led to extensive discussion about the Alarm Correlation and the Root Cause Identification capabilities as supported by 3GPP and TM Forum specifications. The agreed outcome of the discussions is documented in sections 2.6, 2.7 and 2.8 of the Living List, version 6.
5.2.
S5eTMF0137

Document 0137 (Change request to LL doc - S5eTMF0130_ULF, by Ericsson) contained proposed descriptions, or proposed amendments to descriptions, for the issues addressed in the Living List, sections 2.3, 3.3.4, 4.1.4 - 4.1.9, 4.2.1, 4.2.2. The proposals were reviewed; the agreed outcome of the discussions is documented in the Living List, version 6.
6.
Continued detailed review and discussion of recommendations on harmonization
Sections 2.1 - 2.3, 2.5, 3.1.2, 3.1.4, 3.3.1.1 and 3.3.1.2 of the Living List, version 5 (document 0135) contained still not reviewed text proposals. These sections were reviewed; the agreed outcome of the discussions is documented in the Living List, version 6.
During the review it was noted that the issue in section 3.2, notificationId, is in scope for 3GPP Fault Management, but out of scope for TM Forum RAM. Therefore harmonization of this item is not possible within the current scope of the Fault Management Harmonization team. It was agreed to escalate this issue to the Steering Team.
The work was concluded with the agreement that the editor would generate version 6 of the Living List (S5eTMF0139) which should include all results of the meeting.
