· it will be clarified that the TIP RAM Standard profile has been used as the basis for the harmonization, and that the Enhanced profile is described only for clarification;

· the Recommendation will be “SA5 is studying the use of the service affecting parameter (new), the outcome is not yet clear”

· the difference of opinion between SA5 and TIP as descibed in the Description remains, so the status will be D.
The editor will include these decisions in the report.

4.3.1: The proposed description texts were agreed. The conclusion was that the SA5 and TIP solutions are aligned.
