This IOC represents a group of Identifiers/UDCServiceProfiles that share data and assigns these Identifiers/UDCServiceProfiles to EndUsers. For example, in IMS, the subscription contains the optional and mandatory capabilities of a single S-CSCF that is going to be used for all the identifiers and service profiles in the same subscription. The end user can be attached to different UDC subscriptions through identifiers for different service usage (e.g. for a private and a professional service usage).
