Discussion and agreement on the business level requirement of refusal of MDT selection

Rationality

There are methods for operators to select UE based on UE capabilities to perform MDT tasks in TS 32.cde-010. But in some cases the selected UE may not be able to perform the given MDT task because of some device or event related local and temporary conditions.

Currently the operators can select certain UEs based on their capabilities e.g. battery status and memory availabilities and hope the UE within certain capability range can perform such MDT task. But it is the IRPAgent instead of the IRPManager holds all necessary information to decide whether an UE is really capability to perform the MDT task. For example the IRPManager may select an UE with 90% battery and enough memory but it is actually running at 100% CPU(or related processor) usage (e.g. playing a movie) at the time, which makes it unable to perform the MDT task. Only the IRPAgent knows about this temporary device condition.  
In such case, there should be a negotiation mechanism between the IRPManager and the IRPAgent to decide if an UE is really capable of an MDT task at the time of the selection. Considering the negotiation’s complexity, a simple “refusal of MDT selection” by the UE is proposed to be added in the business level requirements.

REQ-UPM-CON-a
UE selected to perform the MDT task shall be able to refuse such selection and opt out of the MDT task.
