Granularity period

The granularity period is the time between the initiation of two successive gatherings of measurement data. 
Valid values for the granularity period are 5 minutes, 15 minutes, 30 minutes, 1 hour, 12 hours, 24 hours. The minimum granularity period is 5 minutes in most cases, but for some measurements it may only make sense to collect data in a larger granularity period. The granularity period shall be synchronisedat the beginning of the next available granularity period, but its value is not required to be changeable during the lifetime of the job.
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
