For Handover Parameter Optimisation there are several options for the location of the SON algorithm:

1. The SON algorithm is located in the eNB(s). 
2. The SON algorithm is located in the DM, the parameter changes are executed in the eNBs.
3. The SON algorithm is located in the NM, the parameter changes are executed in the eNBs.
