Introduction

This document is the Chairman’s report to TSG-SA WG5 (SA5) from the last Yokohama 3GPP TSG-SA (SA) Meeting #3 that the Chairman attended on behalf of SA5. An official recording of the meeting originally drafted by the TSG secretariat can be later found from the 3GPP server (at ftp://ftp.3gpp.org/TSG_SA/TSG_SA/TSGS_03/Report/SA) when it becomes available.

The meeting, chaired by Mr. Niels Andersen, the TSG-SA chair elected in the previous meeting, was attended by delegates to TSG-SA from all 3GPP organizational partners as well as the leadership of all other 3GPP TSGs who reported their respective TSGs' activities for the purpose of project coordination.

2. Acknowledgement of SA5 leadership structure establishment

TSG-SA acknowledged SA5's establishment of its leadership structure, which included its election of Mr. Albert H. Yuhan as its chair, appointment of Mr. Michael Truss and Mr. Tommy Berggren to the rapporteurs of its two work itmes.

3. Approval of SA5 Terms of Reference revision

TSG-SA approved SA5 proposal for revising the WG's terms of reference so that it will explicitly reflect its responsibility of coordinating across all TSGs all projects pertinent to the management and O&M aspects of the 3G system.

Acceptance of SA5 delivery of two TSs for TSG-SA information

TSG-SA accepted 2 version 0.0.0 drafts of 3G technical specifications (Sp#3(99)173 and Sp#3(99)174), TS 32.001 and TS 32.002, delivered to the TSG for its information as the initial outputs of SA5 work items 1 and 2, respectively. TSG-SA assigned to these documents the version 1.0.0 status, which requires them to be put under the document change control process at the WG level.

More time-efficient, informal liaison within 3GPP urged

TSG-SA noted SA5's report that the WG liaised to SA1 requesting for SA1's inputs on charging and billing service requirements in order to evaluate the need of specifying the management of 3G charing and billing aspect. TSG-SA urged all WGs to facilitate inter-organization coordination and information exchange within 3GPP in possibly the most efficient manner that may include exchanging email messages between appropriate leaderships. Regarding the SA1 input, SA1 suggested that SA5 examine SA1's working document on UMTS charging and billing to determine if it contains information sufficient for SA5's need.

TSG-SA TSG meeting being used as cross-TSG project coordination

The TSG-SA TSG meeting was realized as the forum in which all TSGs of 3GPP report their activities and have their recommendations on techcnical matters be approved. This newly realized capacity of TSG-SA caused the TSG-SA meeting to become de facto 3GPP all-TSG plenary, making the meeting address all aspects of 3G technical issues cross all TSGs. This setting clearly gives SA5 more than enough means of ensuring the consistency of 3G management only if SA5 keeps its own vigilantes.

Need of management work in Core Network and Terminal/SIM

The chairman of TSG-CN reported that there is no O&M/management work taking place for 3G core network within TSG-CN, and expressed their concern. There were clearly visible supports from the floor when SA5 chairman made a comment that 3G telecom management can be drastically improved by having the Terminal and SIM be folded under the scope of standardized management framework.

WG Action Required:
SA5 needs to seriously study the issue of extending the 3G telecom management specification to encompass all subnetworks (beyond the RAN).

China is applying to join 3GPP

It was reported that the appropriate standards body of China has submitted its application to 3GPP to join as the sixth organizational partner.
