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The attachment is a first draft (version 0.0.1) of the new specification 32.104, as proposed in Tdoc TSGS5#4(99)116.  It is built on the last version of GSM 12.04 (v.4.3.1) as far as possible.  Changes against this reference document are highlighted with revision marks, except for a few minor editorial changes, such as the correction of spelling mistakes.  The major changes against GSM 12.04 are summarised below:

· some text added to provide more clarity, particularly in the description of the “Performance Management Concept” (section 4);

· deletion of the feature “Read Current Measurement Result”, this is not regarded as a requirement within UMTS;

· deletion of  the Q3 interface for measurement administration, this implies that the generic file transfer, as defined in GSM 12.00, cannot be applied to 3G PM;

· addition of a file transfer requirement to allow the transmission of measurement result files to a NMC (section 5.3.2).

The following list summarises the main issues that remain to be solved:

· define the file format for the interface to the NMC;

· update the measurement definitions (annex B) for UMTS; 

· editorial stuff, such as the clean-up of the references, abbreviations, etc.

It should be clarified if a recommendation concerning the protocol selection for the identified interfaces is required.  TS 32.101 and TS 32.102 are currently not consistent in that respect:

· according to TS 32.101, section 5.3, it is intended to at least make one protocol suite recommendation;

· according to TS 32.101, section 9.2, “In some cases, one of those protocol suites” [defined in annex A] “will be recommended as preferred protocol suite ”;

· according to TS 32.102, section 11.4, the protocol choice is left to vendors and operators.
