SMG6 GPRS Charging Meeting


The Charging agenda ( Tdoc 6g99-069 ) was agreed and approved.


New item added 2.6 Organisation and future work. Approved Agenda is Tdoc 6g99-081.

Last meeting Minutes and reports from other groups





Tdoc 6g99-079 from Nokia, comments to #24 O&M meeting minutes was registered. As this document had been received after the O&M meeting had concluded. The meeting minutes had already been approved. The document will be differed until the next GPRS O&M meeting.

Agreed minutes are approved as Tdoc 6g99-082.





Mr Nenner reported that SA1 are still working on stage 1 charging. SA5 will not start work on stage 2 until SA1 have completed stage 1.





LS from other groups





Tdoc 6g99-075 LS from SMG1, GPRS Number portability.





Preliminary discussion within SMG1 showed that there is currently no clear conception of the relevance and/or requirements. 


The LS concludes:


MNP specifies the portability of a subscribers MSISDN irrespective of the associated basic service (including if applicable GPRS).


MNP is not valid for other (i.e. non-MSISDN) addressing schemes (e.g. IP).





Modification of neither the MNP specification nor the GPRS specification is considered necessary.





SMG6 GPRS concluded that the LS states that no further work is required on this subject. 





Tdoc 6g99-074 LS from SMG1, Billing Requirements for GPRS





SMG1 has reviewed the liaison statement from SMG6 GPRS on the need to support itemised billing in GPRS.





SMG1 does not have the appropriate expertise to decide whether the requirements can be met by the level of accuracy provided by the APN or whether more detail such as sub address or IP address is required (as described in the SMG6 liaision). However SMG1 feels it is very important that the solution does not result in excessive GSM processing or the generation of quantities of billing traffic which is greater than the quantity of traffic being generated by users.





The LS is noted and SMG6 GPRS will reply in a LS to SMG1 (Tdoc 6g99-083), that these work items will be forwarded to 3GPP SA to be covered in 22.115 for GPRS release 99. 





Review of 12.15 after SMG#29





The chairman presented the results of SMG#29 to CR’s on 12.15.


It was reported that SMG#29 had a side meeting to address the concerns reported by Motorola over the charging protocol/duplication checking mechanism. The output from SMG#29 were a  number of  changes required to 12.15 v7.1.0 to make it acceptable.





The group agreed to check 12.15 V7.2.0 to confirm that all agreed CR’s and SMG#29 changes were correctly implemented.

Tdoc 6g99-086 CR to 12.15 revised by SMG#29 P-99-545.





During the review of 12.15 v7.1.0 it was found the changes did not reflect the changes agreed by SMG#29 covered in Tdoc 6g99-085, 6g99-056. This was reported to the ETSI secretary for investigation.





Tdoc 6g99-070, APN Information in Charging CDR’s


The contribution presents the need to include the APN selection rule used by the SGSN into the S-CDR and G-CDR.





It is not clear why if the GGSN is reported the selection rule mechanism. What need is this for charging.





Vodafone contacted the contributor of the contribution for clarification.





03.60 section 9.2.2.1 sub clause 3. This states what occurs at the SGSN for APN selection. 


It is clear that the APN will be identical within both S-CDR and G-CDR. It would be useful for the selection rule to be recorded in S-CDR and G-CDR. The reason is that if the SGSN selects a APN on a GGSN which is not the choice of the subscriber. The subscriber may not be able to operate his application to this network selected APN.  Yet he will be charged for the connection. This will allow the operator ( customer care ) to establish why the user could not use the service that he requested.  





Vodafone will generate a CR for the next meeting.








SA5 Work Item Review





Tdoc 6g99-077, LS was drafted to SA5on ETSI SMG6 and 3GPP TSG SA5 Work Integration.


SMG6 GPRS have noted the new work items SA5 have agreed. These work items are the same identified by SMG6 GPRS for their ongoing GSM work. SMG6 GPRS experts have received favourably the invite for experts to join SA5. Thus it would make sense for SMG6 GPRS to combine / integrate with SA5.
