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Nine contributions have been presented for this meeting but only three of them have been completely discussed and  the 4.th one, regarding the Chapter 8 of 32.111 has been partially discussed. A short summary of the agreements achieved on the discussed documents is reported hereafter.   

TDOC# 99222: Contribution to 32.111: NMC interface  (Siemens)

· The document has been reviewed up to he clause 3.8.3 included.  Several comments have been produced and most of them have been agreed. 

· Apply the agreed terminology for the Operation Systems ( EM, NM)

· Remove the local terminal from the figure and  put a name on the interfaces. The figure itself will be moved to a  more appropriate document.

· The generic aspects should be moved  into the basic document 101  (contribution expected)

· Some architectural aspects should be moved to the 102 (contribution expected)

· Improve the picture

· Remove reference to summary object, since the structure of the Info Model has not yet defined.

· To be open to any technology (including the IRP), remove the reference to the values of he parameters of the alarm.

· The filtering of alarms/events can be controlled from EM or NM

TDOC# 99227: Requirements for the NMC interface of Fault Management (Sonera)

Clause 8 has been accepted with minor change. Clause 8.1 has been accepted with minor change and shall be moved to a different (more generic) clause. 
Clauses 8.2 and 8.3 have not been accepted. 

TDOC# 99229: Revision to “introduction” clause (Italtel)

Only the first change has been accepted. The rest of the introduction will remain as it is in the first draft.

TDOC# 99230: Revision to “scope” clause (Italtel)

Only a very light change in the first sentence has been accepted.

A question was raised regarding  when a discussed document should be introduced in the 32.111 draft.               A flexible rule has been agreed, based on the following points:

· Only the agreed parts shall be introduced  in the draft

· On the questioned parts, once the changes have been agreed (during the meeting) and the author has updated the contribution (later at home), in general the updated parts can be introduced in the draft by the rapporteur/ editor

· As a sub-case, when it is perceived that the agreed changes are complex and/or important conceptual points, it can be requested to review the updated document before it is introduced in the draft

· In any case, of course, also for the agreed parts of the draft it is possible, at any time, to produce comments and contributions to improve them.

Considering the time schedule for release-99 and considering the number of contributions already produced, the rapporteur has proposed to have a FM ad-hoc meeting before the next SA5 meeting. The proposal has been accepted and the meeting has been planned (Location: Milan-Italy.  Date: November 18-19). An official announcement will be done soon next week.  

The ad-hoc meeting will be a two-days meeting. The first day will be dedicated to the review of the available FM contributions and the second day will be entirely dedicated to the IRP concept applied to the FM. A more detailed agenda for the second day will be provided by Ericsson. 

Two global comments (one positive and one negative) about the TS 32.111.

· All the chapters of the documents are now covered by the first draft and/or by contributions.

· The speed of the review process has been very low in this first meeting. If we continue with this speed, probably we will be late for the release-99. I hope the review process will be improved for the next meetings.
