1. Comments on previous CM report to SA5 (Tdoc 99263)

2. Comments on current 32.106 version (1.0.0; Tdoc 99216)

Comment by Yutaka: We really need a Network resource model + Information service for efficient configuration management, otherwise 32.106 is quite useless. Agreed.

3. Work item description and Year 2000 work plan (Release 99/2000) incl. deliverables

All work items and deliverables of Releases 99 and 2000 which were identified as necessary, were described in an updated version of the Year 2000 work plan.

New questions that were raised:

Can/shall we document everything for the IRP Information Service in UML? Some delegates expressed the wish to try to accomplish this, but we were not sure if it is possible. This is an Action Point for everybody to consider before the next meeting. The NRM however can and should be documented in 100% UML, everybody believed.

Security mgmt is necessary to define for Release 2000. It must be decided upon by SA5 who shall do this. Do we need a new Rapporteur Group for it, or can it be a part of the CM group?

4. New contributions

4.1
CM requirements for the N-interface, Tdoc 99293/333

Sections 7.1-7.2 of Tdoc 99293 agreed with updates according to comments, which was done by Lucian and given to Thomas for inclusion in the next draft.

A general discussion related to sections 7.1 (Configuration Management principles) and 7.2 (Passive CM) created two questions:

a) How to handle requirements which are identified in Release 99 but which will not be supported in any Solution set until Release 2000 - shall they still be described in Release 99 requirements, and if so, how shall they be marked to avoid confusion?

b) How to handle "useful/important" requirements which are possible to implement with CORBA and CMIP but not SNMP? Shall they be defined as mandatory or optional, or removed? Conclusion/recommendation to SA5 plenary: Defined as mandatory in Baseline documents and IRP Information Model but a note is added telling that "this may not be supported in all solution sets".

Section 7.3 (requirements for "Active configuration changes") discussion:

Four action points were generated: 

Investigate:

- the need and possibility to support setting of multiple attributes with same value, 

- the need and possibility to support setting of default values,

- the need and possibility to support more complex "action" commands, and

- the need and possibility to support command files

(all at the Itf-N).

Some parts of this section were (due to the need for more analysis as indicated above) left For Further Study to the next meeting, while other parts were approved with minor changes and should be included in the next 32.106 working draft. The updated version of Tdoc 99293 is documented in Tdoc 99333, which the CM RG seeks approval for.

The 32.106 document is still in a status with at least 50% stability but is not judged mature enough to be approved in this month. Therefore the current version after updates according to approved parts of Tdoc 99293 (according to Tdoc 99333) plus some editorial changes (creating version 1.1.0) should be forwarded to the SA December plenary for information only.

The time plan for remaining work is as follows:

· March 2000: 32.106 (main document) ready for approval; all annexes (according to the Year 2000 work plan) stable by at least 50% and forwarded to SA for information.

· June 2000: All annexes ready for approval. 32.106 main document updated for possible errors or shortcomings detected since March.
