Configuration Management

R99:

2. Network Resource Model Annex to 32.106: GDMO & IDL Models will be defined with a scope that is limited to FM and PM requirements. In general network objects will have names only identified, support and control objects where required by the technology will be modeled fully.

The Info Model will be identified & documented in the Configuration Management Ad-Hoc group, however responsibility for requirements will rest with the FM and PM  Ad-Hoc groups.

R2000:
