Liaison Reply to; CDR creation for non-charging liable subscriptions

SA5 has reviewed the CR (TdocS2-99E09) sent by SA2 on “Improving charging efficiency”.

This CR’s proposed mechanism for CDR suppression is within the GSN nodes. 

Even when CDRs are not used for the generation of a charge against a subscriber in the billing system,  CDRs may have to be retained for audit (legal, fraud detection) purposes. Many operators also use CDRs as the source for network performance measurement tools and customer care.  

SA5 feels that for these reasons, maintaining CDR generation by the GSN nodes is essential for all charging cases, even non-charging. 

If SA2 wishes to have CDR suppression as a charging requirement, which needs to be standardised in the 3GPP specification, please have SA1 advise SA5 to carry out this work by providing us with the specific requirement in detail. 

Therefore this specific proposal is not favoured by SA5, and SA5 recommends that SA2 hold on accepting this CR until all relevant issues are resolved.
