Introductions

Netcracker asked about the relation between ETSI NFV EVE and 3GPP SA5, notably on the Policy Management aspects which may be of interest for SA5. It was agreed that the EVE chairman will contact the SA5 chairman offline to have more discussions.

Raquel Morera (IFA WG chair) presented the views of IFA WG on the potential areas of collaboration and expected objectives of the upcoming workshop. (NFVIFA(15)000374) [3]
-
There seemed to be an alignment on objectives with SA5 participants.

-
Raquel introduced IFA WG work program [4], highlighting that work on IFA008 (addressing EM-VNFM reference point) has not started yet. IFA WG will start working on IFA008 in Helsinki, but the bulk of the work will be performed in Sanya. IFA WG aims for a September publication on IFA008.

-
Question (from SA5): What is the ETSI NFV plan for maintaining published specifications? For example, SA5 identifies there is a new requirement that needs to be incorporated in IFA008, and the GS is already published.

-
Answer: (Raquel and Joan (TSC vice-chair). We will maintain the specifications. It is possible to re-open WI after publication to add new features and make corrections. However, this is the first set of normative specifications ETSI NFV and how to maintain normative specification is still under discussion. The first set of normative specifications is expected to be published in September 2015.

-
Question (from SA5): Does IFA WG specifications address stage 1, stage 2 or stage 3?

-
Answer (Raquel): IFA WG specifications address functional requirements as well as interface and reference point requirements together with information models. The ISG is still discussing whether/how to address stage 3 work. 

-
Christian Toche (SA5 WG chair) presented the views of SA5 on the potential areas of collaboration and shared the list of topics SA5 would like to discuss at the upcoming workshop [5].

-
Question (from Raquel): For the discussion on the flows presented in SA5 Prague presentation, is it possible to also present the MANO GS flows for comparison?

Answer (Christian): We will not use the SA5 presentation from Prague for the April joint meeting. We will provide separate contributions on each item. One (or more) contribution will be focused on flows, and we will put SA5 and ETSI flows in the contribution(s). In any case, SA5 flows are based on ETSI flows. 

-
It was clarified that IFA WG alone cannot take a decision on how to divide responsibilities between SA5 and IFA, the TSC and ISG need to get involved to make such decision. IFA WG can have discussions with SA5 to have a common understanding on technical issues that help drive such decision if necessary.

-
Overall there seems to be an agreement on the topics proposed by SA5. No much time is needed at the workshop to discuss collaboration, as a step approach is more appropriate at this stage. A two step approach is agreed, reach a common understanding of each other’s work and flows in the upcoming working and define a collaboration in a second step. 

-
With the agreed scope of the workshop, both WG agreed to meet in Helsinki on April 21st. An informal gathering, without agenda, will take place on April 20th later afternoon/early evening to initiate the discussion. The host will facilitate such meeting.

-
The host (Mehmet IFA WG vice-chair) will send the invitation to the meeting.

SA5 will share content of their TR before the meeting.
-
IFA WG will share other interface specification with SA5 to enable SA5 to understand the level of detail of IFA WG specifications.

The week before SA5 meeting, i.e. week of April 6, 2015, there will be an exchange of information via email between both WG to identify a list of questions/topics that need clarification at the workshop.
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
