Network-Call-Reference-Number AVP

The Network-Call-Reference-Number AVP (AVP code 3418) is type OctetString and contains the reference number generated by the GMSC/MSC for the voice call service. It must be combined with the identity of the MSC that allocated it in order to unambiguously identify the call.  
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
