Proposal

During the SA5-IFA call on March 19th [1] it was clarified that: 

· IFA WG alone cannot take a decision on how to divide responsibilities between SA5 and IFA, the TSC and ISG need to get involved to make such decision.IFA WG can have discussions with SA5 to have a common understanding on technical issues that help drive such decision if necessary.

· Overall there seems to be an agreement on the cooperation topics proposed by SA5.No much time is needed at the April joint meeting to discuss collaboration process.A two step approach is more appropriate at this stage: first reach a common understanding of each other’s work and then define collaboration in a second step.
Based on those clarifications, it is proposed that:

· The priority is to identify the areas where responsibilities from different SDOs touch each other so that cooperation is needed.
· The list of cooperation topics should take in account that each SDO keeps their responsibility, i.e.no change in responsibility due to virtualisation. ETSI NFV is responsible for virtualisation; 3GPP is responsible for mobile networks.
· Once the list of cooperation topics is agreed, the contribution from each SDO should be clearly described with a time line compatible with the overall delivery target.
· It is proposed to establish a joint email exploder to facilitate information exchange and progress on cooperation topics.
· An expedited LS process will also be considered to speed up information exchange. Note that this would not replace the nominal LS process between WGs used to reflect official WG position.
· It is proposed to have conference calls when needed, on a case-by-case basis.
· Another face-to-face meeting will be considered later on based on progress and issues met in the active cooperation phase. This would be an opportunity to involve more groups to share the results of the cooperation between SA5 and IFA.
· The conclusions from technical discussions held between IFA and SA5 will require formal approval from both WGs and from parent body when needed (ISG, TSG).
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
