MME VNF termination procedure
This procedure shows the termination of MME (VNF).  

1. 
NM sends a request to NFVO to terminate a MME VNF (see step 1 in B.5 [2]).  
2. NFVO validates the request and calls VNFM to terminate of the VNF (see steps 2 - 3 in B.5 [2]).
3. VNFM notifies EM of its intent to gracefully terminate the MME VNF instance (see step 4 in B.5 [2]).
4. EM requests MME VNF to stop providing services.
5. EM acknowledges the MME VNF is ready for termination.
6. Terminate MME VNF instance and release the virtualized resources (see step 5 – 9 in B.5 [2]).

7. NFVO acknowledges the completion of the VNF instance termination to NM. (see step 10 in B.5 [2]). 
8. NM requests EM to remove MME VNF from the MME pool.
