2. Network management is operational.

3. Element management is operational.

Description
1. NM predefines which VNF software shall be downloaded to one or more VNFs. See clause 4.1.4 of [x].

2. NM requests EM to download VNF software over Itf-N. NM provides where EM can download the software from. See clause 5.7.1.1 of [y].
3. After the software is stored by EM. The EM notifies the successful download of the software to NM.
