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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks CT1 for their liaison on loopback indication to the VPLMN.
SA5 appreciates the work introducing a "loopback-indication" which can be used for charging purposes.

Considering the new text introduced in Section 7.2A.5.2.1 in TS 24.229, SA5 made the observation that the text states that the entities of the IM CN subsystem involved in the loopback will have generated CDRs in their own right.
SA5 is wondering why TS 24.229 restricts the use of loopback-indication that all entities within the loopback path have to generate CDRs. The generation of CDRs for entities is based on network configuration. Thus not each entity within the loopback path may generate CDRs, and this type of configuration should not affect network signaling.
