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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG-SA WG5 would like to thank ETSI TC RRS for the LS informing us about LSA related activities in ETSI TC RRS and draft TS 103 235 version 0.0.9 (“System Architecture and High Level Procedures for operation of Licensed Shared Access (LSA) in the 2300MHz – 2400 MHz Band”).

3GPP TSG-SA WG5 is currently studying the OAM support for LSA where we are focusing on architectural options for interaction between LC and OAM system, end-to-end Use Cases triggered by the procedure flows defined in ETSI TS 103 235 and functional split between LC and MFCN. The latest draft TR 32.855 is attached for your information.

In order to progress with the end-to-end Use Cases and architectural options part of the study, it's critical to know the current agreements in ETSI TC RRS regarding the LC's location within the LSA Licensee’s domain (whether the definition of LSA Controller in clause 4.1.1 in the version 0.0.9 of TS 103 235 is still valid). In addition, we would like to know the LSA1 procedure flows (stable subset) that could be used as an input for SA5 work on end-to-end Use Cases. Any additional input is highly welcomed.
