	EM validates the request and triggers application level termination (e.g., unconfigure application specific parameters). After the application level termination, the relative VNF instance will only have the deployment parameters.

	EM sends request to VNFM to terminate the relative VNF instance.

	The VNF instance was gracefully terminated by the coordination between NFVO, VIM and VNFM.
