Introduction

The present document is part of a TS-family covering the 3rd Generation Partnership Project; Technical Specification Group Services and System Aspects; Telecommunication management, as identified below: 

TS 28.515
"Fault Management (FM) for mobile networks that include virtualized network functions; Requirements".
TS 28.516
"Fault Management (FM) for mobile networks that include virtualized network functions; Procedures".
TS 28.517
"Fault Management (FM) for mobile networks that include virtualized network functions; Stage 2".
TS 28.518
"Fault Management (FM) for mobile networks that include virtualized network functions; Stage 3".
The present document specifies the overall Fault Management (FM) requirements for mobile networks that include virtualized network functions.
With introducing virtualized network functions (VNFs) into mobile networks, Fault Management functionality (which traditionally includes fault detection, generation of alarms, clearing of alarms, alarm forwarding and filtering, storage and retrieval of alarms, correlation of alarms and events, alarm root cause analysis and fault recovery) is distributed over different functional blocks. These different functional blocks may locate at different places such as NFV Infrastructure (NFVI) level (e.g., physical hardware infrastructure, Virtualization Layer, virtualized infrastructure), NE level (e.g., VNF instances, physical network elements), NFV Management and Orchestration level (e.g., VIM, VNFM, NFVO) and 3GPP network management level (e.g., EM, NM).
