This field defines the PDN connection (IP-CAN session) Charging identifier to identify different records belonging to same PDN connection. This field includes Charging Id of first IP-CAN bearer activated within the PDN connection when single access is used. This field includes the unique Charging Id assigned by P-GW for a multi-access PDN connection when NBIFOM is accepted by PCRF. Together with P-GW address this uniquely identifies the PDN connection.
