It was identified that the description of the "OneCharging" Option is not 100% understandable and may be interpreted in different ways.
As an example: The abbreviation "AS/ATCF" is used within the description. Thus it is not clear if the OneCharging option does only belong to SRVCC scenarios where the combination AS/ATCF is a relevant one or if the term "AS/ATCF" shows that either AS or ATCF may use the "OneCharging" option.
