VNF termination initiated through Itf-N
Figure 4.x-1 depicts a procedure of VNF termination initiated through Itf-n, when this NFV instance is not needed,   
1.  NM sends a request to EM with vnfInstanceId to terminate the VNF.

2.  EM sends TerminateVnfRequest to VNFM with vnfInstanceId to terminate the VNF instance (see clause 7.2.7 [4]).
3.
VNFM sends TerminateVnfResponse with lifecycleOperationOccurrenceId to EM (see clause 7.2.7.3 [4]).

4.
VNFM send VnfLifecycleChangeNotification to EM with attributes vnfInstanceId, status = “start”, operation = “termination” to indicate the start of VNF termination (see clause 9.5.1 [4]).
5.
VNFM send VnfLifecycleChangeNotification to EM with attributes vnfInstanceId, status = “result”, operation = “termination” to indicate the result of VNF termination, when the VNF termination operation is completed (see clause 9.5.1 [4]).

6.
EM sends a response to NM with the attributes vnfInstanceId, and status = “result” to indicate the result of VNF termination.
