Rationale

The scheme for supporting notification is that the producer would prepare a notification content which would be broadcasted to all consumers who have registered an interest (i.e. via standard subscription process) to receiving that notification content type. The consumer is a 3GPP management node that performs alarm correlation based on virtualization faults and other information such as PM measurements, VNF application alarms, network configurations, network reconfiguration status, etc. Depending on operational needs, there can be multiple instances of such nodes. 
This scheme (or reporting alarms) sometimes is referred to as “publish and broadcast”. 
The scheme is not the same as a one-way operation between producer and consumer or two-way operation request/response between producer and consumer.

The suggested change in this pCR is to clarify that the standard solution supports such publish and broadcast scheme (for notification) and multiple authenticated and authorized consumers can receive the notifications.
