This procedure shows how to delete the MOI(s) corresponding to a VNF instance. The use case for this procedure is in section 6.4.4 of [2].
The main steps of this procedure include: 

1. NM invokes deleteMO operation (see clause 7.6.2 in [x]) to request EM to delete the MOI(s) corresponding to the subject VNF instance.

2. EM deletes the MOI(s) corresponding to the subject VNF instance.

3. EM notifies NM of the completion of the MOI(s) deletion.
