Overall Description:
A Rel-14 SA4 Work Item (WI) named ‘Improved Streaming QoE Reporting in 3GPP Services and Networks’ was approved by 3GPP SA at March 2016. Expected completion date is Dec 2016. One objective of this WI is to study delivery service performance monitoring of 3rd party streaming services over MNOs’s network. QoE metrics and QoE reporting configuration parameters are specified in clause 10 of TS26.247.
At SA4#89 meeting, there are 2 aspects are identified. 

· Whether MDT procedure could be enhanced to allow the operator to configure QoE metrics to the DASH client for streaming service? 

· How does the DASH client in the UE report QoE metrics result back to the QoE server?

Regarding to second aspect, two possible options of QoE reporting were discussed.
Option 1: Direct QoE metric reporting
The DASH client performs the QoE metrics measurement and collection, and reports it back to the QoE server via HTTP.
Option 2: Indirect QoE metric reporting

The DASH client performs the QoE metrics measurement and collection, and reports it back to the TCE using MDT procedure. The TCE forwards the QoE metric measurement to the QoE server. 

The detail of both options can refer to clause 5.6 in the attached TR26.909.
SA4 agrees that both option 1 and option 2 could fulfil the recommended requirements about network delivery performance evaluation and network problem identification of IQoE work.
