ASN.1 in specs

Dear Experts/Officers

You may (or may not) know that it is ETSI SMS practice to extract any ASN.1 which appears in documents being prepared for publication / OAP / etc, and to include these as a separate plain text file associated with the ETSI deliverable when this is made available on the publications area / EDS CD-ROM.  SMS (EDM team) does this (I believe!) by blindly extracting all lines formatted with the PL style.  Thus are captured all disparate elements of ASN.1 scattered throughout your document.

If you are happy with this action - which has been and will continue to apply to GSM specs, and may well apply to 3GPP specs in the very near future - then you need do nothing more.

However, if you think that there is some ASN.1 which should be extracted and some which should not (for example, some sample compilations in informative annexes), then you should either:

a)  make it clear to me / SMS which ASN.1 needs to be extracted and which does not; or

b)  tell me / SMS not to extract any ASN.1 at all, in which case you must do it yourself and provide an ASCII file (asn1.txt) with the spec which will go on the server.

And you must do this each time you supply a new version of the spec!
