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Document Summary:
This contribution highlights an error in the 12.15 ANS.1 syntax of the encoding of the QoS Values ‘Delay Class’. It further suggests that it be corrected to be consistent with the encoding of other QoS parameters.

Specification(s) involved:
12.15 and 32.015 documents.

Introduction 

The ANS.1 syntax description for the parameter QoS ‘Delay Class’ in both 12.15 and 32.015 is not consistent with the values for the parameters in GSM 04.08.

Issue

Generally the QoS values defined in GSM 04.08 are encoded with a binary representation and the associated name. In GSM 12.15 the ASN.1 description follows the same convention Name / Value with the decimal equivalent. The exception to this is the QoS parameters for ‘Delay Class’.

All other values are interpreted as Delay class 4 (best effort) in this version of the protocol. Bit 7 and 8 of octet 3 are spare and shall be coded all

Suggestion

It is suggested that these values be corrected so that they are consistent with the encoding of the GSM 04.08 QoS vales to GSM 12.15 & 3GPP 32.015 specifications.
